GENERAL INFORMATION

STADIUM INFORMATION

Location:
We are located on the southeast side of Pasadena, near Beltway 8.  Exit Spencer and go west.  The stadium is approximately 2 miles on the right.

Seating:
The stadium seats approximately 13,000 guests.  Wheelchair accessibility and viewing are on both sides.

Playing Field:
The playing surface is Field Turf.  Rubber infill allows the surface to look and play like natural grass.  Water drains through the field to provide an excellent surface during inclement weather.  Players can use grass, rubber molded or screw-in cleats.
Scoreboard:
The stadium features a regulation scoreboard.  Also included is a message board which is used to announce or advertise messages throughout the ball game.  The stadium also features a state-of-the-art sound system.
Locker rooms:
Located in the south end zone as well as under the stadium itself the locker rooms in Phillips Field House are used on most occasions unless we have a conflict with another sport being held in Phillips Field House. Officials have a dressing area in our training room under the stadium.  Phillips Field House contains the Pasadena I.S.D Administrative Offices, including ticket office.
Press box:
The press box is 3000 sq. ft. with two levels and an elevator.  Press/scouting area is located on the first level with a seating capacity of 20.  Home and visitor coaching booths are located on the second level with a seating capacity of 10 each.  We have one radio booth located on the first level with a seating capacity of 3.  Data lines are provided.  The 1st floor includes a snack bar area with refreshments provided on the first level.  The public address announcer and scoreboard booths are located on the 1st level with a seating capacity of 4 each.  The open air video deck is located on the second level.   

Parking:
 $1 charge for parking.  Home parking is off of Burke Street and the visitors are off of Dabney Street.

Buses:
Team buses should enter the stadium off Dabney Street.  The (team) home dressing room is located on the west end of the field house.  The (team) visitor dressing room is located on the east end of the field house.  Our management team will assist you in parking your buses.  Video equipment and field communication can be moved to the press box by the elevator; located behind the home concession area.  Training and field equipment vehicles will use the entry drive located in the south of the stadium.  Our management team will assist and give guidance.

Coaches:
Home and visitor coaching booths are located on the 2nd level of the press box.  Each team will provide their own headphones.

Field Area:
Food, drinks, gum, sunflower seeds and tobacco are prohibited at all times around or on the field areas.
BAND, DRILL TEAM, CHEERLEADERS AND OTHER SUPPORT GROUP INFORMATION
Buses:
Buses should enter the stadium off Dabney Street.  Bus parking is on the north side of the stadium behind the flag pole.  Band equipment trucks and buses will be parked by our management team.  Band and drill team seating is located on the north side of the stadium in the upper level of each grandstand.

Signs:
No paper signs are allowed in the stadium as well no taping of signs on any stadium structure.  No signs will be hung on the press box area.  All signs must be removed at the end of the game.

SCHOOL ADMINISTRATION INFORMATION

Passes:
All district ADMINISTRATOR PASSES will be accepted.  We will admit the card holder + 1on this pass. 


All T.H.S.C.A. passes will be accepted.  We will admit the immediate family on this pass.

RULES & REGULATIONS
Welcome to Pasadena I.S.D. Veterans Stadium.  We are excited that you chose our stadium for your game.  It is our hope that you will find our facility safe and enjoyable, where we can all appreciate and applaud the efforts of each group.  

Listed below are the rules and regulations we ask that you follow while in our facility.  We do appreciate your observation of these guidelines:

1. Gates will open 90 minutes to game time for spectators.  Home gates (PASADENA MEMORIAL) are located in the west corner of the stadium.  Visitor gates (BAYTOWN LEE) are located in the east corner of the stadium.

2. Spectators will not be allowed to leave the stadium and return once the game has started; unless they have a valid reason.

3. State laws and school district policies will be in effect concerning alcoholic beverages and controlled substances.

4. No outside food or drink may be brought into the stadium; this does not apply to band, drill team or cheerleaders.

5. Food, drinks, gum, sunflower seeds and tobacco are prohibited at all times around or on the field areas.
6. The use of tobacco products in any form is prohibited on all school district property. (State Law)

7. Tailgate parties are prohibited in the stadium parking lot.

8. Only emergency vehicles may be parked inside the stadium.  No vehicles of any kind are allowed to drive on the field surface; including trailers and golf carts.

9. No loitering will be permitted.  Spectators must sit in the stands and keep off the rails.  Aisles should be kept clear at all times.  Students may not cross to the other side of the stadium.
10. Items such as Frisbees, balls, balloons, whistles, air horns or any other noise makers, etc. are not allowed in the stadium. 
11. Bags, backpacks, coolers, etc are not allowed in the stadium.

12. Victory lines shall be limited to drill team and cheerleaders only.

13. Only authorized personnel will be allowed on the field or in the field house area before the game, at halftime, or after the game. Everyone must stay outside the player’s box which is located from 25 yard line to 25 yard line.   
14. School photographers, newspaper reporters, and school video crews are not allowed in the bench area during the game and must have a pass which can be picked up in the ticket office.  Boundaries are 25 yd line to 25 yd line unless walking through the team box to the other side.
15. Coaches’ wives and families are not allowed on the field after the game. They may visit at the south end gate as the team comes off the field.
16. Booster clubs may sell items under their own grandstand; however, Pasadena I.S.D. Athletic Department must be notified in advance.  Please call 713-740-0841 to arrange for tables and chairs.

Ticket Booths:
Open 90 minutes prior to the start of the game.  The home ticket booth is located at the west corner of the stadium and the visitor ticket booth is located in the east corner of the stadium.

Rules:

(3) No smoking or tobacco use in or around the stadium.

(4) Law prohibits firearms and weapons of any kind.

(5) To re-enter the stadium, you must purchase another ticket.

(6) No spectators are allowed on the field at any time.

(7) Please keep the aisles at the concourse level and areas around the concession stands clear.

(8) No standing or loitering in the concourse level and areas the concession stands.
